VILLAGE OF NEY                           REGULAR COUNCIL

January 10, 2024
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, January 10, 2024, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Adam Coy, Ron Walker, Kobe Baker and Rocky Brodbeck.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Coy, seconded by C Walker, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Eisel, seconded by C Brodbeck, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Solicitor Vance swore newly elected Mayor Vance, C-T Culler, C Eisel and C Walker.

Solicitor Vance reported that no other municipality in Defiance County has used the Toledo Port Authority to sell real property. More research will be done to facilitate the sale of the recently purchased lots in the Village. 

Solicitor Vance reported that residents Killian, Decker, Metz and Chapman all had been contacted and notified that they were in violation of certain zoning ordinances concerning junk on their properties. Decker expressed an interest in cooperating to get his property cleaned up. Council asked Solicitor Vance to send letters to all four parties confirming the on-going violations and the mounting fines associated with the non-compliance.

Council discussed concerns revolving around the Joint Operating Agreement with the Township for the Fire Dept. Mayor Vance will contact the Township Trustees to schedule a meeting to discuss and resolve these concerns.

As part of the annual re-organization, C Eisel nominated C Brodbeck for Council President, followed by a second from C Walker. C Baker moved to close nominations, seconded by C Coy. Both motions carried with all in favor. In an incredible act of humility, newly re-elected President Brodbeck deferred his acceptance speech pending the return of C Rosebrock to the table.
Mayor Vance gave a somewhat lengthy State of the Village address while expressing appreciation to all for help and support in 2023, and expressing his optimism and excitement for even greater things in 2024. 

Andrew gave the maintenance and Water System reports which included:
a) Christmas lights were put up and have been taken down for the season
b) Problems getting recently installed pressure switch dialed in at the pumphouse
c) Receiving permission to purchase additional street signs
Mayor Vance received mutual consent to transfer liquor license from Marty’s to Angel’s Star.
C/T Culler presented the Annual Permanent Appropriation Ordinance for 2024. See attached. C Brodbeck moved to approve the ordinance, seconded by C Coy. The roll being called for its adoption, the vote resulted as follows:
