January 14, 2026
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, January 14, 2026, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Ron Walker, Kobe Baker and Adam Coy.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Coy, seconded by C Walker, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Eisel, seconded by C Brodbeck, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Mayor Vance read from an emotionally charged State of the Village address expressing appreciation to all for their help and support in 2025, and expressing his optimism and excitement for even greater things in 2026. 

Andrew gave his maintenance report which included:
a) Christmas lights have been taken down for the season
b) A new sewer pump has been installed at Scott Bauer’s residence 
c) One of the Christmas tree decorations along the street was damaged 
As part of the annual re-organization, C Rosebrock nominated C Coy for Council President, followed by a second from C Eisel. C Brodbeck moved to close nominations, seconded by C Rosebrook. Both motions carried with all in favor. C Coy was elected Council president for 2026 by unanimous vote.

Justin Sheets reminded Council of the annual Joint Fire Dept meeting coming up next month. 
Village Solicitor, Taylor Vance, was on-hand to swear-in the newly elected Council members which included Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Lance Rosebrook and Adam Coy. 

Council requested that Mayor Vance get quotes for re-surfacing Rice Street between Jackson and Water Streets this year.

C Rosebrook suggested looking into the cost of replacing the sidewalks in the business district to improve the appearance of the downtown area. Council asked Mayor Vance to get a quote for replacement. C Rosebrook, C Coy and C Rosebrock volunteered to look into re-vitalization ideas for the downtown area.

Mayor Vance reported that, at the present time, the Village is under no violations with the EPA.
