VILLAGE OF NEY                           REGULAR COUNCIL

October 8, 2025
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, October 8, 2025, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Ron Walker, Lance Rosebrook and Adam Coy.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Rosebrock, seconded by C Rosebrook, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Brodbeck, seconded by C Walker, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Justin Sheets reported that he had mowed around the sewer lagoons and that the Fire Dept would be doing costume judging at the Firehouse following trick-or-treat in the Village. He also reminded Council of the annual hog roast on Saturday, October 11th.
Andrew’s maintenance report included:
a) A water line leak at the pumphouse that had been repaired
b) Filter beds at the pumphouse had been changed
c) The leaf box has been installed on the truck for leaf pickup

d) C Walker requested evidence of the use of a string trimmer around town

C-T Culler advised Council of a pending agreement with the County Park Board for the Village to enter into a 3-yr maintenance agreement for the Ney Park.

C Brodbeck requested a list be provided to Council of properties in town that had been served notices to clean-up their property. Andrew shared the process and the properties he was aware of and indicated that he did not have any knowledge of what happens once he turns them over to Solicitor Vance for non-compliance. C-T Culler reported that Solicitor Vance intends to file paperwork with the court next week to enforce compliance on one of the properties in the Village.  
C Rosebrock inquired about any follow-up action in response to Erika Willitzer’s report on economic activity in the County last month. Mayor Vance indicated that he had not heard anything back from Mr. Karlstadt on any of his pending projects in the Village. Council briefly discussed several potential development sites. Mayor Vance proposed forming a group to look into some of these opportunities. 

C Coy made a motion, seconded by C Brodbeck to pay the bills as presented. The motion carried with all in favor.

There being no further business to come before the Council, the Meeting was adjourned.
