VILLAGE OF NEY                           REGULAR COUNCIL

April 9, 2025
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, April 9, 2025, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Ron Walker, Kobe Baker and Adam Coy.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Walker, seconded by C Rosebrock, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Eisel, seconded by C Baker, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Dave Karlstadt, who recently purchased the three (3) vacant lots from the Village, was on-hand to express his interest in purchasing the Village owned property at 170 W Main next to the Park. Mayor Vance said once Council discussed their intentions regarding that property, he would get back with Dave concerning the same.

Justin Sheets reported that he had been to Florida to discuss the re-build of the new fire truck which is scheduled for delivery sometime in 2026.
In an effort to be brief, Andrew’s maintenance report included:
a) Alleys will be graded
b) He and Greg did some tree trimming
c) Limb pick-up will start in the Village
d) A new water shut-off valve has been installed at Cruz Jimenez property
e) He continues to work diligently on new Christmas decoration ideas
Mayor Vance reported that a recent inspection of the Bend Road water tower revealed that painting, as previously discussed, was not necessary at this time. Instead, the Mayor requested approval to power wash and grout the tower. Upon a motion made by C Coy and seconded by C Walker, Council unanimously approved spending up to $2,000 to power wash and grout the tower, as requested.
C Eisel reported that his property west of Water Street continually retained water and asked if anything could be done about the storm drainage which was contributing to that problem. After discussion, Council asked Mayor Vance to look into possible remedies.
Mayor Vance reported that he needed to find an alternative to the fence in the Memorial Park.
Council discussed thoughts for the property at 170 W. Main Street that Mr. Karlstadt had spoken of. Council asked Mayor Vance to contact Mr. Karlstadt and request some information on his business plan and potential ingress and egress from the property.
C Rosebrock made a motion, seconded by C Coy to pay the bills as presented. The motion carried with all in favor.

There being no further business to come before the Council, the Meeting was adjourned.
