The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, September 10, 2025, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Ron Walker, Lance Rosebrook and Adam Coy.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Rosebrook, seconded by C Coy, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Brodbeck, seconded by C Eisel, and approved by unanimous vote.
